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NU-IOM PARTNERSHIP
Nile University (NU) had the pleasure of partnering-up with The International 
Organization for Migration (IOM) Italy in their project “Facilitating on the job 
training and skills circulation between young people” who are coming 
from Egypt, Morocco, and Tunisia as well as Italian corporations based in Veneto 
(one of the 20 regions in Italy and its capital in Venice). The project foresees the 
development of a comprehensive package to prepare for an internship experience in 
Italy, and this encompasses: a pre-departure training for selected interns in their 
countriescountries of origin, an intensive Italian language course; an internship program of up 
to 4 months in Italian companies for up to 45 youngsters, the continuous monitoring 
of skills development during the internship period; the facilitation of job placement for 
trainees upon return in their countries of origin. This project opens vast opportunities 
for NU students to learn, explore and grow beyond their limits.

The Undergraduate Research Forum (UGRF) is an event held every 
semester and represents one of the unique differentiators of Nile University as a 
research university. It is the one day in the semester that is full of science and packed 
with breathtaking creative ideas and mind-blowing innovations executed by our 
undergraduate students. From posters to prototypes, simulations, robots, models, 
innovative applications, business plans for new startup ideas and a lot more. Two 
new, different competitions this semester added to UGRF11. The competition is to 
bringbring all the hard work and achievements done be NUians to the light, celebrate it 
and influence others with it. This competition is dedicated to NUians only (current 
students and Alumni).

The 11th Undergraduate Research Forum took place on the 6th of February 2021, 
which was very successful and witnessed huge engagement from students, 
professors, NU members and from the public as well. The event was live virtually 
streamed via NU FB, NU-Research and NU TICO pages. The event was hosted by 
student Mayar Abdallah and had the presence and support of NU leadership; Prof. 
Tarek Khalil in the closing, Prof. Ahmed Radwan, Prof. Wael Akl and Eng. Heba Labib 
in the opening. The 11th UGRF included 27 participating courses with +200 projects, 
+800+800 NU students, +100 Jury from +25 External Institutes, + 1400 reviews, and 26 
Zoom parallel sessions on the same day. It also included 4 additional competitions; 
NU Success Stories, Discover NU, Business Model Competition and NP competition. 
Awards for winners sums up to 80 trophies, as well as several cash awards. As a 
tradition in every UGRF, NU recognizes the undergraduate NUians who engage in 
research and publish scientific papers. In the 11th UGRF, total Scopus-indexed 
publications by NU Students were 23 papers and 50 Scopus profiles.
